Locate the bus stop nearest you

Arrive at the stop five minutes early. Signal to the bus
driver by placing your arm out straight and moving it up
and down.

Boarding The Bus

Passengers may board the bus at designated bus stops,
via the front door of the bus. Please be at your stop five
minutes early and have your fare ready before you board
the bus.

Pull the next stop request cord one block before your
stop.

Strollers must be collapsible

Children must be removed from the strollers and stroller
must be collapsed and stowed underneath the seat,
placed between the seat and the customer, or secured by
the driver. Please fold up strollers before boarding. No
hand trucks.

Walkers and shopping carts must be collapsible

Walkers and carts must be collapsed and stowed
underneath the seat, placed between the seat and the
customer, or secured by the driver. Loads on devices may
not exceed above handle(s)

Toddlers and babies in carriers must be on a seat
Do not place babies in carriers on the floor or in the aisle.

Passengers wearing rollerblades will not be allowed on
the bus

Passenger must first remove rollerblades and put on
shoes before entering the bus.

Please make front seats available

Please give priority in front seats to seniors and disabled
individuals.

Exiting the Bus

Exit using the rear door. Always use the crosswalk with
caution after the bus leaves.

Do not cross in front of the bus.

Those who require a bus ramp to exit may use the front
doorway.
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No fireworks, firearms, or weapons of any kind allowed on
Skagit Transit buses or property.

Flag stops

For the safety of our passengers, Skagit Transit will not
acknowledge flag stops. All passengers will be required
to be at a Skagit Transit bus stop, except pre-arranged
717 pickups. For bus stop locations, please call Customer
Service at 360-757-4433.

No swearing or profanity

For the comfort and safety of all passengers, Skagit
Transit reserves the right to refuse service for persons
exhibiting inappropriate behavior, attire or possessions.

Luggage
Skagit Transit buses have limited space for luggage. Such
items should not block any portion of the aisle. Items that
cannot be safely stored during the trip, such as on a lap
or under a seat, may not be allowed on board. Three bag
limit.

Hygiene

All passengers are expected to maintain personal hygiene
within acceptable standards as to not cause discomfort to
other riders.

Bike & Ride

All Skagit Transit buses are equipped with 2 or 3 capacity
bike racks. Bikes that do not fit on the rack cannot be
brought inside the bus.

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Service Animals

Under the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), service
animals must be harnessed, leashed or tethered, unless
these devices interfere with the service animal’s work or
the individual’s disability prevents using these devices. In
that case, the individual must maintain control of the animal
through voice, signal or other effective controls. Service
animals that are not under control of their owner, do not
behave in a manner consistent with a properly trained
service animal, exhibit aggressive behavior(s) or present a
health hazard may be asked to deboard the bus.

Drivers are required to permit any customer with a service
animal to ride Skagit Transit buses. This includes animals-
in-training accompanied by a trainer or person(s) with a
disability.

The driver may ask if your animal is a service animal and
what services it is trained to provide.

Service animals must remain on the floor without blocking
the aisle, or on their owner's lap. No service animals are
allowed to take up a seat.

Non-Service Animals

All animals that are not service animals must be in an
approved pet carrier.

Animales de servicio

Segun la Ley de estadounidenses con discapacidades
(ADA, por sus siglas en inglés), los animales de servicio
deben tener arnés o correa o bien ir atados, salvo que estos
dispositivos interfieran con el trabajo del animal de servicio
o la discapacidad de la persona impida su uso. En estos
casos, la persona debera mantener el control del animal con
el uso de voz, sefales u otras medidas de control eficaces.
Se les podra pedir que bajen del autobus a los duefios de
animales de servicio que no sean controlados por su duefio,
que no se comporten de la manera adecuada para un
animal de servicio debidamente entrenado, que muestren
comportamiento agresivo o que representen un peligro para
la salud de los usuarios.

Los conductores estan obligados a permitir que cualquier
usuario con un animal de servicio pueda utilizar los servicios
de Skagit Transit. Esto incluye a los animales en proceso

de entrenamiento, acompafados por su entrenador o la(s)
personal(s) con discapacidad.

El conductor podra preguntar si el animal es de servicio y
para qué servicio esta entrenado.

Los animales de servicio deberan permanecer en el piso
sin bloquear el pasillo o en las piernas de su duefo. Ningln
animal de servicio tiene permitido ocupar un asiento.
